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Early Summer Developments In News
—Views and Items Of General

Theatrical Interest

N EW YORK'S theatrical season
closed on Saturday last, with the
first (lays of June. One of our news-
paper statlstlcans, In referring to
our sixty-five normally active the-

atres, sought out Julius Calm for an official
opinion as to the attendance at our theatres
during the past season. When Mr. Calm was
asked if he thought 5,000 people per week was
too high an average attendance for these sixty-
five theatres, he said most decidedly not; that
at least 7,000 per week would come nearer giv-
ing an idea of what the average attendance has
been In New York during the last season. This
would mean that 455,000 people went to the
theatre in New York city every week, and count-
Ing the season at the shortest as thirty-six
weeks, from September to May, It would mean
that 16,380,000 visited the theatres in New
York city in one year, or every man, woman
and child in New York went to the theatre at
least four times.

When theatre doors begin to close,
the roofs begin to open, and thus it is that the
Aerial Gardens, the Lion Palace, Hammcrstein's
Paradise, and on Monday night, June 12, the
Wisteria, will add a diversity of amusement
to the Indoor theatricals, which, at present,
bids fair to weather the summer. Straight
variety is the Hammersteln way of doing things
on the roofs of the Victoria and Belaseo The-
atres, vaudeville will be supplied by Wilson &
Boom at the Lion Palace, and the entertainment
at the Aerial Gardens, over the New Amster-
dam Theatre, comprises a musical tom-foolery
called Lifting The Lid, with a Gilbert & Sulli-
van review of the af termath of the nonsensical
John-J.-McNally-Wm.-Jerome-Jean-Schwartz clev-
er conceit. When the Aerial Gardens opened
Monday evening, June 5, weather conditions
were ideal, and a large audience escaped the
heat of the "first hot evening of the year,"
found comfort and agreeable entertainment and
were satisfied.

In Lifting The Lid, Eddie Leonard, a min-
strel comedian whose chief glory has here-
tofore been achieved In the conquest of "night-
stand" audiences, finally comes into his own.
Some of New York's dally newspaper reviewers
credit him with making the hit of the piece
and all of them have kind words to say in
recognition of his cleverness. Leonard's well-
wishers will agree that Lifting The Lid has
achieved much in giving this sincere and "always
trying" young man a chance to exhibit his
cleverness in the town where it Is generally
supposed to do one the most good. Corinne,
too, has been rejuvenated, and is credited with
much and plenty honors In the review.

If audiences which
pack this vast auditorium at every one of the
twelve weekly performances can avail, this
"plaster" will seem insignificant within a very
few months. That the "Hip" has put a serious
crimp in the box-office takings of our theatres
since it has been opened, no one will deny.
That it will continue so to do seems probable.

H. W. Link, general agent of Al. W.
Martin's Uncle Tom's Cabin Co. was welcomed
to The Billboard office Tuesday afternoon. He
is in town arranging the final details of the
Stair & Ilavlln Circuit for "the big city show"
and soon returns to Chicago where he will make
his headquarters, as usual, this summer.

To the Great Lafayette fell the hon-
ors of the evening. This clever artist seems to
be the one man among the score of necromancers
who can, single handed, enter ta in an audience
so well that demands for encores exceed his
allotment of time npm the stage. For more
llian half an Imnr, the other evening, Lafayette
kept a packed house thoroughly Interested,
completely mystified and anxious for more. The
diversity of bis offering Is one of the chief
wonderments to an observer, for he runs a
wide gamut In sleight of hand and Illusion, and
when he reaches his impersonations his vein of
comedy Is refreshing to behold and enjoyable
to an extreme degree.

Seated around me were a cluster of
wondcrously informed men and women. One man
knew that Miss Way was Charley Colby's daugh-
ter, another told the exact ages of all of
the Four Mortons, and another knew the age
of Frank Ward. When Lafayette announced
his impersonation of Maurice Levy, composer of
The Reuben and The Maid, one of the young
ladles near me remarked "He used to be the
leader at Field's Theatre," and when Lafayette
followed with an impersonation of Offenbach
the same young woman vouchsafed that "He
was the composer who refused to conduct Marie
Cahill's songs." And thus did Lafayette attest
his ability to provide fun on both sides of the
footlights.

Violet Dale won an immediate suc-
cess with her clever Impersonations, singing
three songs In Imi ta t ion of as many local favor-
ites and concluding with a very trying and ex-
tremely well executed impersonation of Mrs.
Carter In Du Barry. The hills of California,
whence she came, may well be proud of this
dale.

Here is a bit of history which will
make Interesting reading for these of our read-
ers who are striving to achieve fame from small
beginnings, and if some strnggler can be thereby
encouraged the story will be well worth the
reading. Two young traveling salesmen for
New York dry goods houses met, a few years
ago, in a small hotel in a little western city.

"Bum town," said one of them frowning at
the empty street seen from the hotel window.

"Bad business." grumbled the other.
"L"t's go to a show."
"Not a theatre open in town."
The first man stood with his hands thrust deep

into his pockets.
"Can yon play?" he asked.
"I never gamble," replied the other austerely.
"No, no. I mean a piano. There's a pretty

fair one in the parlor.
Nothing cements friendship so quickly as a

liking for music. Before the evening closed
these two drummers were fast friends. Futher-
more, they had written a song, the story of
a city waif. They gavWlt the title The Little
Lost Child.

The song, writ ten because the traveling
salesmen were lonely and there wasn't a theatre
open In town, was published and it caught the
popular fancy. Orders came surprisingly fast
and the young men were embarrassed by the
quantity of their mail.

"Le's rent an office." said one of them.
"An office for one song?"
"We'll make stereoptlcon views to fit the bal-

lad, and hire them out to singers." And the
office was rented.

One of the young drummers was Joseph W.
Stern, the other Edward B. Marks. The song
rtnd the one-room office, at 45 East Twentieth
street, New York, were the evolution of the
firm of Joseph W. Stern & Co., music publishers.

Into the little office they admitted George
Rosey, the march writer. Mr. Rosey rewarded
their hospitality by writing The Honeymoon
March, a copy of which they sent to every bride
in the United States. This cheap and novel
method of adv, r t l s lng made tlie Infant firm
known to many thousands of families and their
friends.

Good fortune followed when It gave them op-
portunity (o publish She Wfls Bred in Old Ken
tucky, and Monroe Rosenfeld's songs Take Back
Your Gold, and I Don't Care If You Never Come
Hack.

By this time the firm needed larger quarters
and moved to 34 East Twenty-first street. It
had come to be known as "The House of lilts."

Twelve years from the time the young drum-
mers wrote a ballad to amuse each other one
evening in a western hotel, they are erecting one
of the largest buildings for the accommodation
of a music house in this country. Late this
summer they will remove their business to this
five-story building on Thirty-eighth street, west
of Broadway.

"It Is not your object then to make a profit
on the admissions."

"No. The object is to get everyItody who
Is Interested In advertising to the show, and
we do not expect any visitors except those
who are directly Interested In advertising."

"Will the exhibitors derive any benefit other
than the privilege of displaying their lines?"

"Y. s. We expect an immense a m o u n t of busl
nes** will be transacted. We believe there will
be more orders placed for advertising during
the seven duys of this show t h a n was ever
placed In (lie same length of time."

'Tpon what do you base this claim."
"I'pon the fact that advertisers will come to

such subjects as are of vital Importance to
advertisers. The lectures will be of an edu
catlonal nature, and are Intended to enable ad
vertisers to correctly judge of the various meth
ods of advertising. We expect this will be one
of the most Important features of the show
In addition to this there will be promenade
band concerts at every session, and several other
features which will make this show one of the
most important events In the advertising world
tha t bus ever occurred. There will be many sur-
prises in store for even the oldest advertising
man. and there will be exhibited many new
processes in the field of advertising that Lave
never been shown before.

"We have received letters from advertisers
from nearly every large city from Boston to
Denver signifying their Intention of visiting
the show, and It will certainly be an occaslor
which will mark an epoch In tlie -Held of ad
ver t i s ln j r . "

From tlie Interest that I have seen among
advertising men, I am convinced that the First
A d v e r t i s i n g Show will be a wonderful success.
Advertisers seem to be universally «*f the opinion
tha t the time is opportune for the affa i r , and
this speaks much for the success of the under-
taking.

"Are you securing many exhibitors?"

quelin's English Season

ON MONDAY evening a fashion-
able audience greeted I 'aval ler la
Rustlcana, preceded by II Maestro dl
Cappellft, with approval. For the

time being Grand Opera at moderate prices will
be produced, alternating wltb performances of
tbe standard drama by Eleanor Duse. For tbe
present the customary pit Is not provided. There
is no box tier, but the grand tier replaces It.
The balcony above—and at a still greater alti-
tude the amphlteatre and the gallery—both
reserved, Increase the total seating accommoda-
tion to 1,790. There are DO columns to ob-
struct the view, the cantilever principle baring
been adopted, while the planning of the horse-
shoe and the Inclination of the seating on the
three tiers have been so skillfully arranged that
the stage Is comfortably seen from every point
of view.

A bold and broad treatment of the style of
Louis XIV. provides the decoration scheme of
the Interior. The crush room and main stair-
case are striped and panelled In dove-colored
and breche violet marbles, after the model of
many Genoese churches, and the marble pilas-
ters have gilt capitals. The balustrade Is a
copy of one of Baren's designs. On the first
tier level, the refreshment salon Is beautifully
ornamented in cream and gold. The auditorium
presents a color harmony of Rose du Barry, re-
lieved by the cream and gold of the circle
fronts and the delicate tints of the French
tapestries, with which the stalls and dresi
circle seats are upholstered, framed In the quiet
brown of French walnut. Another feature is
the clbcular ceiling In modelled plaster, with gilt
centrepieces, surrounded by a painting In the
masterly style of Le Brun. Surmounting the
proscenium Is the basso relievo modelling of the
tympanum, representing Apollo In his chariot.
A deep Louis XIV. cornice runs round the
theatre, giving an unusual, but, perhaps, wel-
come rigidity of line. The proscenium opening
and the dress and upper circles are supported
with pilasters of fleur de peche marble, with
gilt capitals; and between the smaller pilasters
on the dress circle and stall levels there are
lofty mirrors reaching to the cornice.

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In order to get a writ of habeus cor-
pus, which means, In this case, an
early hearing, the Association of New-
York Theatre Managers, has allowed
Chas. S. Burnham, manager of Wai-
lack's Theatre, to be arrested. To this
end Mr. Burnham refused to furnish
the bond on the grounds that he had
never excluded James Metcalf from
Wallack's Theatre, and could not,
therefore, be justly accused of entering
Into any conspiracy to keep the critic
of Life out of the theatres controlled
by managers belonging to the Associa-
tion. Mr. Burnham was not at any time
locked up, but after his refusal to
give bond was merely detained in
Magistrate Pool's office till the neces-
sary papers could be made out In the
higher court and served by the sheriff.

The document which the complainant called
a "conspiracy agreement," passed for the pur-
pose of barring him from the theatres, was In-
troduced by Mr. Burnham's attorney for in-
pectlon by the court. Its text is as follows:

"The attention of this association Is called
to the following matter:

"A certain writer In a certain periodical has
for the past ten years persistently and without
just cause libeled in Its columns a large portion
of our theatregoers, and attacked the personal
integrity of members of this association. Its
continued malicious, vile and unjustified at-
tacks upon those of the Jewish faith are un-
warranted, and as it may affect our business
interests, should receive attention from all
managers.

"For their so-called criticism on plays or
business methods we make no mention—that
does not concern us and is without our province
—but when tbey persistently and for no dis-
cernible just cause (but a personal feeling,
perhaps) make a butt of one's religion—then
•ome action should be taken to give confidence
and support and to take necessary steps to pre-
vent our business interests being injured.

"I deem it but fair to say that this paper
bas been presented without the knowledge of
Messrs. Klaw & Erlanger, and is for such in-
dividual action as managers may see fit to
take."

The attorney said this document is
the only evidence on the subject of
Metcalf in possession of the Managers'
Association, and the only evidence in
existence anywhere.

If this is true, Mr. Metcalf will un-
doubtedly have a pretty hard time
proving conspiracy. Not one of the
managers fears the outcome of the
trial on this score. What they want

Is a decision as to whether or not a
theatre ticket is a revocable license,
and that is about as far as their decis-
ion will reach. A substantial preced-
ent has never been made on this ques-
tion in New York.

A hearing of the case will be had
before Justice Clarke in the Special
Term, Supreme Court, June 19.

As a result of his inspection of the
circumstances surrounding the fire
that destroyed the Avenue Theatre and
wrecked the Grand, in Pittsburg, June
2, S. A. Dies, Superintendant of the
Bureau of Building Inspection, has
communicated to the Department of
Public Safety his convction that the
flre had its origin in the ceiling of the
auditorium, and not on the stage of the
Avenue, as was at first believed. Un-
der these conditions it is impossible
to say whether the automatic devices
for an emergency of this kind would
have been adequate to save the struct-
ure if the fire had started back of the
proscenium arch. Relative to this
point, Superintendent Dies says in his
report:

A careful Investigation by building inspec-
tors and an examination of those who first
saw the blaze convinces me that the blaze
burst out first In the ceiling of the auditorium
The building was doomed bi-fore the tire was
discovered, and It is lmiM>ssible to accurately
reach the conclusion whether or not the auto-
matic skylight, which allows the blaze on the
stage to burn directly skyward, the automatic
curtain and the flre doors worked properly.
Inasmuch as the fire was In front of the pros-
cenium arch it matters little how these ar
ran^ements were operated.

if the building had been occupied by an
audience and the usual attaches, there Is no
doubt that the fire wotiiu have been dis-
covered early and tlu- structure still would
IM? standing. As to whethrr there would
liave been an.v fatalities is open to conjecture.

It is quite likely that, had the theatre
contained an audience, the flames
would have been discovered in ample
season to prevent any material loss on
the property. Nor would there have
been any danger to the safety of such
an audience. The flre started between
the ceiling and the roof, and burned
down; necessarily it burned slowly and
was, probably, in progress considerable
time before it was discovered.

* * *
George Bernard Shaw said recently

that he attributes his present popular-
ity to his merits. There is no lack of
personal confidence in the confession,
but there is no doubt either of the in-
creasing interest in his adopted coun-
try. Forbes Robertson is one who is
convinced of the playwright's merits,
and when he begins operations at the
new Scala Theatre in London next
month, he will review first Caesar and
Cleopatra and then the Man of Des-
tiny. Meanwhile, at the Court, John
Bull's Other Island is now being played
every evening and You Can Never Tell,
five afternoons a week. Man and Su-
perman and Candida will each have a
run also. No other writer, save Shakes-
pear, has ever held London audiences
so long continuously, and In such mul-
titudes before in the history of the
the playhouses.

* * *
Dr. Edgar C. Abbott, of Boston, who

ranks among the foremost of Shakes-
pearian scholars, being much quoted
as an exponent of the sentiments and
emotions of the immortal bard, has
just concluded a series of recitals be-
fore a small and exclusive coterie of
the literary and dramatic students of
the Hub City. Only the works of
Shakespeare were discussed, the eru-
dite doctor entering into the analysis
of Hamlet wth all the gusto of an
ardent admirer. He characterized the
play as a tragedy of thought rather
than action, expatiating upon its situ-
ations, and explaining the motif of the
author. Dr. Abbott is a stanch ad-
vocate of the classic drama, and in that
much a useful ally to all that is best
in theatricals.

Rumor has not lost any of Its speed
since the time of Virgl. On the other
hand, modern facilities have increased
its reputation since the Aeneld was
written. Every important daily news-
paper In the United States published
a report last week that Maude Ada:n3
had undergone a delicate operation
for appendicitis, and her life had at
one time been despaired of. In due
:ime the story was modified from the
FYohman offices, showing that while
such an operation had been performed.
t was at no time serious, having been

accomplshed at the actress' own home
In New York.

The Boer War Spectacle, at Bright-
on Beach, New York, has opened the
eyes of the denizens of the great me-
tropolis. They have seen fireworks
and spectacles, but the battle scenes
represented In the Boer War Is just
a trifle different from anything they
have witnessed before unless they vis-
ited the same attraction at the World's
Fair, In St. Louis, last summer. Alto-
gether the new Brighton Beach Park
gives promise of becoming one of the
chief places of amusement interest
about New York. The weather has
not contributed to exceptional business
aywhere, yet, but when the season is
really on, Brighton Beach will be
prominently in the running.

* * *

The Sothern-Marlowe Co. visited
San Francisco during the thick of a
flght between the theatre where they
were playing and a local ewspaper,
One of the reviewers, after frying the
actors of the company in boiling oil.
remarked quite seriously, speaking of
Mr. Sothern's Romeo: 'It is absurd
and ridiculous for a man of his years—
he was sixty-six his last birthday—to
attempt to protray the emotions of
such a youngster as Shakespeare's
Romeo was." Considering the fact that
Mr. Sothern celebrated his fortieth
birthday not so i-.»ry loir* ajjo. this
ought to be very interesting reading to
him.

From the pulpit to the stage is a
step worthy of comment from the very
infrequency of its occurence. The
Reverend J. F. Milbank, of Owensboro,
Ky., has been identified with profes-
sional people in the Actors' Church Al-
liance and other organizations of a
religious character for some years. His
decision to give up his ministerial
charge and enter the ranks of the
theatrical profession behind the foot-
lights has occasioned a good deal of
interest, both among clergymen and ac-
tors. He is of the Episcopal denomi-
nation.

A peculiar state of affairs has come
to light in San Francisco. It has de-
veloped that theatres which do not
comply with the buildng laws are,
through the complex phrasing of the
theatre ordinance, exempt from the li-
cense tax, while those that do comply
pay the tax. Though the Board of
Works has refused to issue permits for
operation in cases where the law has
been infringed, it has been enjoined
from interferring with the perform-
ances. An amendment to the theatre
ordinance has been proposed and will
probably go into effect in a few days.

tights, Is exceedingly interesting. Furthermore,
it marks a step in advance. The day when a
profuse display of lingerie and tights, and the
manipulation of slap-sticks and bladders con-
stituted a theatrical attraction Is past. That
the people want something more refined now
Is due the managers themselves, who have
educated their tastes up to a higher standard.

The dally press printed a story last week to

the effect that David Belasco had secured the
Lyceum Theatre, In Baltimore, for his at-
tractions. The report could not be verified,
and was In all probability only a rumor. Mr.
Belasco continually faces tbe problem of getting
a sufficient number of houses and at the same
time enough attractions to fill them for short
engagements throughout the season.

CHICAGO TELEGRAPHIC TICKS

The Chicago Opera House was the
scene of the first public performance of the Land
of Nod Monday evening. June 12. The house,
which has been known of late years to be the
leading vaudeville theatre, reverts for the time
to Its original policy, that of producing musical
plays. The first production was written hv Will
M. Hough. Frank R. Adams and Joseph E. How-
ard. It Is termed a "musical fantasy," all of
the characters, with the exception of two, being
of a decidedly fanci ful nature. The story re-
lates of a pretty country girl, Bonnie, who Is
seen playing with her small companions near
the garden and home In the country. Fatigued,
she rests among the rose bushes and falls asleep
only to be carried to the "sleepy land." where
she meets all kinds of strange personages. A
typical dashing chorus girl from -Broadway visits
Nodland to enjoy herself, as New York Is
"getting slow." The Man In the Moon dis-
covers lively times and forsakes his wife, Rory
Bory Alice, and Joins the people from the earth
in their happy vacation. The King and Queen
of Hearts, who rule this strange land, find con-
siderable difficulty in supresslng the cruel
Sand Man. In the country of balloon trees,
candy bridges, mushroom palaces and card
houses, the chorus girl creates a Welch Rare-
lilt for the Hungry .Ronnie. This is one of the
novelties of the play. The Weather Man makes
all kinds of weather with his faithful assistants,
and the April Fool finds some trouble In locating
his love, The Barber Pole. Tin- Jack of Hearts,
who protects the little Bonnie, compels the
cruel Sand Man to retreat, and he In turn decapi-
ta tes the King and the Man in the Moon. The
many comical situations following this scene are
the most amusing of comedy lines. Bonnie's re-
flection appears, and the amusing complications
that occur In this act bring affairs to a very
nixed up state, but they are presently set
'tralght.

There are many chorus evolutions arranged
i.v Gus Schlke, who might appropriately be called
"Encore" Schlke. that are the most elaborate
lesigns that this stage-wizard has conceived.
The complete cast includes an unusual number
of recognized stars and the chorus Is strongly
vocalized with as many beauty members as can
be crowded on the stage of the former home
of the Henderson extravaganzas. William Nor-
rls, principal comedian. Is seen as the Man In
he Moon, who visits the Land of Nod and is
laving a high old time with a chorus girl from
Broadway. Tills character Is assumed by Valerie
'lergere. who thus makes her debut in a musical
induction. The heroine of the play is Bonnie,
he small country lass, and Miss Mabel Barrison

Intreprets this role. One of the amusing crea-
tions is that of the Welch Rarebit, and Herbert
Cawthorne plays this very comical part. Alma
Youlln, the pretty Chicago prlma donna. Is seen
as the Jack of Hearts, a gallant cavalier who
depends upon the Telephone man, Tom Arm-
strong, for Information on love matters. Knox
Wilson has one of the eccentric characters of the
production, that of April Fool, always In trouble
with his love. The Barber Pole, and who is
never satisfied unless "allowed to make a sug-
gestion."

"Mrs. R. D. A.," enroute.

Q. I desire to obtain a divorce on
the ground of non-support. How soon
can a divorce be obtained in New York?

A. You cannot obtain a divorce in
New York on the ground of non-sup-
port. You can only obtain a legal
separation on that ground. New Jer-
sey, Massachusetts, Pennsylvania and
several other states make that good
ground for divorce, but each state has
its own law, and New York is prac-
tically the most stringent as far as do-
mestic relations are concerned. If a
divorce is undefended it can be obtain-
ed in three or four months; if defended
it can be obtained in about six months.

"Mr. W. H. S.," New York.
Q. My wife by a previous marriage

has a little daughter almost eleven
years of age. Since our marriage the
child has been known by my name. We
want the child to assume the name
legally. What status has a step-father
in, we will say, the event of the death of
the mother. Is he considered the
child's lawful guardian?

A. The New York law is subsi
tially as follows: Where a surviving
parent, having lawful custody oft a
child, lawfully marries again, and soch
parent consents that the person who
thus becomes the stepfather of such
child may adopt the child, such parent
so consenting shall not thereby be re-
lieved of any of her parental duties
toward, or be deprived of, any of her
rights over said child, or to the child's
property by descent or succession.
The child takes the name of the step-
father. The child's right of inheri-
tance and succession from her natural
parent (in this case her mother) re-
main unaffected by such adoption.
The stepfather and the child sustain
toward each other the legal relation of
parent and child, and have all the
rights and are subject to all the duties
of that relation, including the right of
inheritance from each other; not ex-
cepting, however, the rights of the
mother, and such right of inheritance
extends to the heirs and next of kin of
the child and such heirs and next of
kin are considered the same as if the
child were the natural offspring of
the stepfather. At the death of the
mother, the stepfather is considered
the child's lawful guardian.

"Mr. J. A. P.," en route.
Q. I want a divorce. Was married

in 1886-7. Wife left me the following
year. Just deserted me. Saw her last
when I was playing Tony Pastor's in
1899 or 1900. Have not seen, heard or
communicated with her since. Am on
the road all the time. What can I do?

A. You do not need divorce. If
your wife has absented herself for five
successive years last past, without
being known to you to be living during
that time, you may marry without ob-
taining a divorce, as five years' ab-
sence raises a presumption of death,
provided you have not heard from or
about her during that time. If at any
time during your second marriage your
first wife should appear, you can then
bring suit to have your second mar-
riage annulled. You can, even now,
sue to have your wife legally declared
dead, but the result will be the same,
except that you receive, in the latter
case, the sanction of the court to any
second marriage you may desire to
contract.

"Mr. F. T. H.," en route.
Q. Will you kindly inform me if I

can obtain a divorce. My wife is In
Cuba at present; she is a professional,
same as myself. She will not fight the
case. She left me sixteen months ago.
State how long it will take.

A. The facts stated by you do not
•warrant a divorce. The fact that your
wife left you sixteen months ago con-
stitutes abandonment, and this is no
ground for divorce. 7 ou may obtain a

legal separation, but that will not ben-
efit you only as far as her support is
concerned. See answer to "R. D. A."
above.

Pairs Fairs Expo-

sitions

In contrast to the weather condi-
tions at Chicago, Philadephia and St.
Louis, where our world's fairs have
been held, Portland, the scene of the
Lewis and Clark Exposition, is de-
lightfully situated in a latitude where
the uniformity and delightfulness of
the temperature is decidedly in its
favor.

Covering a period of thirty-three
years, the records of the weather bur-
eau In Portland, summed up by Fore-
caster Edward A. Beals, tells a pleas-
ant story of the flowery month of June.
With roses blooming on every lawn,
arbor and cottage porch, the mean
normal temperature of June for thirty-
three years has been sixty-two degrees.
The warmest June known in Port-
land had an average temperature of
sixty-six degrees. This was in 1889.
The coldest June was In 1893, when the
average temperature was fifty-eight.
In thirty-three years there have been
but two days in June when the tem-
perature reached ninety-nine. These
dates were June 17, 1876, and June 29,
1904. In the same period there were
two June days when the temperature
went as low as thirty-nine degrees—
June 4, 1875 and June 6, 1889

For thirty-three years the average
rain in June in Portland has been 1.70
inches, and there was an average of
ten days with a precipitation of .01
inch or more. The greatest June pre-
cipitation was 5.33 inches in 1888,
and the least, .08 of an inch in 1883.
The figures clear Portland of the sus-
picion of being a city of heavy rains.
