March Marks Seventy-Fifth Anniversary of
TWO-CAR CIRCUS KING

On March 24, 1873, in the town
¢f Chandlers Valley, Pa., a county
clerk was busy recording the vital
statistics and little did he realize as
he wrote the name Elmer H. Jones
that he was recording the name of
a boy who weuld some day be “The
King of Two Car Circuses,” but
that is just what Elmer H. Jones
became from 1904 tc 1937. .

Much has been said about the
two-car circuses that traveled
United States and Canada during
the early years of this century and
they were recently reviewed in
HOBBIES by A. Morton Smith.
These circuses traveled in fwo rail-
rcad cars and were moved from
town to town by passenger trains
. . . . usually one car would carry
. baggage while the other was a
sleeper-diner. They carried cred-
itable talent and played towns not
included on the routes of the larg-
er circuses, thus flourishing until
lack of dependable train service
made it impossible to make their
daily moves. g

Bette Lecnard, president of C.
H. S. was with Ccoper Bros. Circus
in 1917 and described their pro-
gram as follows: “Pony Lewis pre-
sented the pony drill, pony and
dog act and goat act, while Harry
Martin did rings and a backward
drop off pedestal to table and was
known as Jackley act. Ella Harris
opened the circus with a song, did
iren-jaw, slack wire, single trap-
eze and a sharpshooting act in the
side show. Lizzie Roberts did roll-

irz Glcbe, iron-jaw and ladder. I
presented cur featured posing act,
known as Powers Posing Horse and
Dcgs, the monkey. aet and sang
song in thee Concert. Qur .ele-
phant was “Judy,” she did an -.act

UNDER CANVAS

There have been a number of
first class white minstrels under
canvas. I have record of the fol-
lowing but dc not know in  what
years they operated except Brow
& Bowers. This company was
owned by Roy Shelby and Hector
Fournier and starfed in the spring
of 1917, was on the rcad several
seasons playing the Scuth as far
east as Weat Virginia,

Others were Billy Cascade and
Recy Fox Lone Star Minstrel |
the latter played Texas and Cas-
cade was crzanized in Indiana, I
have a herald of Beach & Bowers
and understand they nlayed under
canvas in  the summer and in
houses in the winter and was a
well known company. Moredock
& Watson Minstrels also played
under canvas and in hiouses.

I believe Paul English operated
3 white minstrel fcr a short time
during the late twenties. Bert
Swan attemsted a white minstrel
under tent in 1930 but had a short
season. Have keen told that Gecrge
Primrese and J. M. Busty tried a
show in 1917 . . this show also
failed, however, Busby cperated a
colored show for many years.

If any Hcbby-Bandwagon read-
ers have record of any cther white
minstrels that played unde canvas,
I would like to know of them.
